On December 9th, the Washington State Workers’ Rights Board (WRB)
held a hearing on job exporting and its effects on Pierce and south King
County. The hearing featured five local workers from four job-exported
industries, as well asAshim Roy from the New T rade Union Initiativ e in
India. The workers spoke about the impacts of losing their jobs on their
families and community , gave an industry analysis of why this is hap-
pening, and gave the bleak prospects for retraining and securing an-
other living w age job. Mr. Roy gave testimony on the impact of export-
ing jobs to India, union-busting, and corporate welfare.

Battling Bush’s Busting of Fed. Workers’ Unions

WAR COSTS. .. WHO AYS?? The Bustdministration is using the w arin
Irag as an excuse to step up the war against workers here at home. The most
recent example of this is an effort to strip almost 750,000 civilian employees of
the Dept. of Defense (DoD) of their union and civil service protections.

On March 19th, JwJ joined with the King County Labor Council and 21
official union banners in leading a lively (but wet) labor march through lower
QueenAnne to protest Bush’s union-busting w ays and make the connection
between the war in Iraq and the corporate war on workers. This was the first
time since the 19708 that Seattle had a visible, organized labor contingent.

Many labor, community, faith and student organizations came and handed
out 3000 leaflets to the larger crowd, asking people to make a call in support
of federal workers in Washington State. Then JwJ and the Labor Council
banners were put in front of the peace march from the Seattle Center, where
we called for a return of our troops. We'll continue to be there to stop the war
in Irag and the war on workers at home.
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
